New Trees for Glenbrook Road, Again 
 

In the spring of 2009, GNA planted five 
trees along Glenbrook Road in front of 
the Food Bank and Classic and Muscle 
Automotive.  The trees were purchased 
with a grant from the city’s Neighborhood 
Empowerment program and, in 
conjunction with the project, the city 
installed new sidewalks.  In August of that 
year, two of the five trees were destroyed 
by a hit and run driver.  We are happy to 
report that the two trees were replaced 
this spring.  Because the city no longer 
distributes grants to neighborhoods,  
GNA paid for the trees with treasury 
money.
